Champion and Reserve ribbons will be given
at the discretion of the judge.

9. Section VI, Class 1 posters are limited to 2 ft. x 3 ft.

11. Please arrange to have exhibits picked up between 5 - 6 p.m. Sunday, May 3™. There
will be NO Monday pickup.
